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MELTON SWELTERIN': One year after sharing
GNAC Newcomer of the Year honors, Sr. MB Tara
Melton is a candidate for more hardware, rank-
ing 3rd in the GNAC with a .349 attack percentage
and 7th with 1.07 blocks per set ... the former JC
All-American from Glendale (Ariz.) College has hit
above .400 in six matches this season, including a
season-best .562 with 10 kills to power the come-
back victory over Cal State San Marcos, .550 with
13 kills in the 4-set win over Wesern Oregon, and .435 with a
career-high 14 kills in the 5-set win at Seattle Pacific ... Melton
ranks 8th in attack pct. (.271) and 12th in blocks per set (1.01) on
the Seawolves' career lists, while her current .349 attack pct. is on
pace for 2nd-best in UAA single-season history.

Johnson claimed the Most
Outstanding Player award at the UAA Invitational
and shared GNAC co-Offensive Player of the Week
honor on opening weekend, and she leads UAA with 11 double-

Boyer delivered her first career double-double with
12 kills and 12 digs against Notre Dame de Namur,
and she has posted at least 14 kills in five of the last
10 matches, including 15 in the 3-2 win at SPU ... a
starter on UAA's 2016 NCAA Runner-Up squad, Boyer ranks in
UAA's career top 20 lists in multiple categories, currently at 8th
in block assists (239) and 11th in total blocks (257) ... after total-
ing just 12 blocks in 24 sets last season, So.

(2009, '15, '16), Green has led UAA to NCAA Tour- R
nament berths in seven of the last eight seasons, = \ €
capturing the program’s highest-ever seeds the last A
three years; in the 28 years before Green’s arrival, the Seawolves
made two NCAAs ... UAA has won at an .792 clip (137-36) since
the start of the 2013 campaign, including .840 (89-17) in league
play ... Green’s UAA teams have produced six All-Americans, five
GNAC Players of the Year, six GNAC Newcomers of the Year and
four GNAC Freshmen of the Year ... hired in Feb. 2008 as the sixth
coach in UAA Volleyball history, Green spent the previous nine
seasons (1999-07) as the head coach at Western Nebraska Com-
munity College, where he built a powerhouse program. Among his
list of accomplishments at WNCC were a 453-55 record, the 2007
NJCAA Div. | national championship, 2006 NJCAA runner-up, and
four straight ‘Final 4’ berths ... the Cougars finished in the top 10 at
the national tournament in all of Green’s seasons, producing a total
of 10 first-team and six second-team All-America certificates ... in
2011, he was inducted into the NJCAA Hall of Fame.
